Installation

Wall mounting

For wall mounting the back panel of this unit
is equipped with 4 screw holes. A wall-mount
bracket should be used for wall mounting (the
bracket is not included and should be acquired
separately).

Stand installation

Changing the battery

1. Remove the battery compartment cover
on the back of the RC.

2. Insert two AAA batteries into the battery
compartment making sure that the correct
polarity is observed.
